Duty of College

2.1 Itis the duty of the College to work in consultation with the Minister to ensure, as a
matter of public interest, that the people of Ontario have access to adequate numbers of
qualified, skilled and competent regulated health professionals. 2008, c. 18, s. 1.

3. To develop, establish and maintain programs and standards of practice to assure the
quality of the practice of the profession.

4. To develop, establish and maintain standards of knowledge and skill and programs (o
promote continuing evaluation, competence and improvement among the members.

4.1 To dewvelop, in collaboration and consultation with other Colleges, standards of
knowledge, skill and judgment relating to the performance of controlled acts
common among health professions to enhance interprofessional collaboration, while
respecting the unique character of individual health professions and their members.

5. To develop, establish and maintain standards of professional ethics for the members.

6. To develop, establish and maintain programs to assist individuals to exercise their
rights under this Code and the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1991.

7. To administer the health profession Act, this Code and the Regulated Health
Professions Act, 1991 as it relates to the profession and to perform the other duties
and exercise the other powers that are imposed or conferred on the College.

8. To promote and enhance relations between the College and its members, other
health profession colleges, key stakeholders, and the public.

9. To promote inter-professional collaboration with other health profession colleges.

10. To develop, establish, and maintain standards and programs to promote the ability
of members to respond to changes in practice environments, advances in
technology and other emerging issues.

11. Any other objects relating to human health care that the Council considers
desirable. 1991, c. 18, Sched. 2, s. 3 (1); 2007, c. 10, Sched. M, s. 18; 2009, c. 26,
s. 24 (11).

Current and former elected and public members of Council and non-Council committee
members must, at all times, maintain high standards of integrity, honesty and loyalty
when discharging their College duties. They must act in the best interest of the College.

Act, 1991 (RHPA), its regulations and the Health Professions Procedural Code,
the Chiropractic Act 1991, its regulations, and the by-laws and policies of the
College;

2. diligently take part in committee work and actively serve on committees as
elected and appointed by the Council;

3. regularly attend meetings on time and participate constructively in discussions;

4. offer opinions and express views on matters before the College, Council and
committee, when appropriate;

5. participate in all deliberations and communications in a respectful, courteous and
professional manner, recognizing the diverse background, skills and experience of
members on Council and committees;

6. uphold the decisions made by Council and committees, regardless of the level of
prior individual disagreement;

7. place the interests of the College, Council and committee above self-interests;

8. avoid and, where that is not possible, declare any appearance of or actual conflicts
of interests';

9. refrain from including or referencing Council or committee positions held at the
College in any personal or business promotional materials, advertisements and
business cards;?

11. refrain from communicating to members, including other Council or committee
members, on statutory committees regarding registration, complaints, reports,
investigations, disciplinary or fitness to practise proceedings which could be
perceived as an attempt to influence a statutory committee or a breach of
confidentiality, unless he or she is a member of the panel or, where there is no
panel, of the statutory committee dealing with the matter;

12. refrain from communicating to members and stakeholder® on behalf of CCO,
including on social media, unless authorized by Council®;

13. respect the boundaries of staff whose role is not to report to or work for individual
Council or committee members; and

14. be respectful of others and not engage in behaviour that might reasonably be
perceived as verbal, physical or sexual abuse or harassment.

Potential Breaches of the Code of Conduct

15. An elected or appointed member of Council or non-Council committee member
who becomes aware of any potential breach of this code of conduct should
immediately advise the President and Registrar, or if the potential breach involves
the President, advise the Vice President and Registrar; and

16. Potential breaches will be addressed first through informal discussion with the
Council member(s) or non-Council committee member(s), and subsequently by
written communication expressing concerns and potential consequences.

Rules of Order of the Council of the
College of Chiropractors of Ontario
Approved by Council: September 20, 2014

In this Schedule, "member" means a council member,

Each agenda topic will be introduced briefly by the person or committee
representative raising it. Members may ask questions of clarification, then the
person introducing the matter shall make a motion and another member must
second the motion before it can be debated.

When any member wishes to speak, he or she shall so indicate by raising his or
her hand and shall address the chair and confine himself or herself to the matter
under discussion.

Staff persons and consultants with expertise in a matter may be permitted by the
chair to answer specific questions about the matter.

Observers at a council meeting are not allowed to speak to a matter that is under
debate.

A member may not speak again on the debate of a matter until every council
member who wishes to speak to it has been given an opportunity to do so. The
only exception is that the person introducing the matter or a staff person may
answer questions about the matter. Members will not speak to a matter more
than twice without the permission of the chair.

A member may not speak longer than five minutes upon any motion except with
the permission of Council.

When a motion is under debate, no other motion can be made except to amend
it, to postpone it, to put the motion to a vote, to adjourn the debate of the council
meeting or to refer the motion to a committee.

A motion to amend the motion then under debate shall be disposed of first. Only
one motion to amend the motion under debate can be made at a time.

When a motion is on the floor, a member shall make every effort to be present
and to remain in the room.

When it appears to the chair that the debate in a matter has concluded, when
Council has passed a motion to vote on the motion or when the time allocated to
the debate of the matter has concluded, the chair shall put the motion to a vote
and no further debate is permitted.

A member is not entitled to vote upon any motion in which he or she has a
conflict of interest, and the vote of any member so interested will be disallowed.

Any motion decided by the Council shall not be re-introduced during the same
session except by a two-thirds vote of the Council then present.

Whenever the chair is of the opinion that a motion offered to the Council is
contrary to these rules or the by-laws, he or she shall rule the motion out of order
and give his or her reasons for doing so.

The chair shall preserve order, etiquette and decorum, and shall decide
questions of order, which include addressing any distractions that interfere with
the business of the meeting, subject to an appeal to the Council without debate.

The above rules may be relaxed by the chair if it appears that greater informality
is beneficial in the particular circumstances unless the Council requires strict
adherence.

Members are not permitted to discuss a matter with observers while it is being
debated.

Members are to be respectful, courteous and professional while others are
speaking.

In all cases not provided for in these rules or by other rules of Council, the
current edition of Robert's Rules of Order shall be followed so far as they may be
applicable.

RESOLUTION AGREEMENT PART 1 - AGREED STATEMENT OF FACTS

Background

1. Dr. Kenneth Oldaker became a member of the College of Chiropractors of
Ontario ("CCO7) in 1975. He maintained chiropractic offices in Kapusakasing,
Ontario, and Hearst, Ontario .

2. Dr. Oldaker was the subject of a Discipline Committee hearing on
February 15, 2012 as a result of a failure to be peer assessed when required and
a failure to co-operate with the Inquiries, Complaints and Reports Committee
when it required an explanation for his failure to be peer assessed. The
Discipline Committee made findings of professional misconduct and ordered,
among other things, a suspension and remedial measures.

3. In February 2012, prior to the Discipline Committee hearing, Dr. Oldaker
signed an Undertaking to the Registrar in which he undertook to respond in a
timely way to all CCO correspondence and co-operate fully with all CCO
investigations.

4, On March 1, 2012, as a result of his failure to pay his annual renewal fees
for 2012 or complete an annual renewal form, Dr. Oldaker's Certificate of
Registration (“Certificate”) was administratively suspended and remained
suspended until February 2017, at which time his Certificate was administratively
revoked.

The Complaint and the Complaint Investigation

5. On December 14, 2015, the CCO received a complaint that Dr. Oldaker
was practicing chiropractic despite the suspension of his Certificate.

6. The CCO conducted an investigation which disclosed that after March
2012, Dr. Oldaker continued to practice chiropractic out of his two chiropractic
offices as though he was a member of the CCO. He continued to see patients,
including diagnosing patients and providing them with chiropractic adjustments.
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7. As well, from 2012 to June 2017, Dr. Oldaker continued to advertise
himself as a chiropractor. As of June 2017, the sign outside of Dr. Oldaker's

clinic in Kapuskasing read:

Chiropractic Centre
Ken Oldaker DC
Chiropractor

8. As of June 2017, the sign outside of Dr. Oldaker’s clinic in Hearst read:

Chiropractor
KJ Oldaker
Chiropracticien

9. Dr. Oldaker identified himself on his invoices as a Chiropractor, and his
invoices indicated he provided patients with adjustments.

10.  After March 1, 2012, Dr. Oldaker never told his patients his Certificate was
suspended or revoked, and he never told his patients he was not a chiropractor
and could not legally perform the controlled acts, including diagnosing and
adjustments, that chiropractors are entitled to provide.

The Registrar’'s Investigation

11. On January 27, 2016, the CCO sent a letter to Dr. Oldaker, notifying him
that a complaint had been made about him and requesting a written response to
the complaint in 30 days. After that letter was sent, the CCO:

a. sent 3 more lefters requiring Dr. Oldaker to respond in writing to the
complaint; and

b. called Dr. Qldaker, confirmed he received the CCO
correspondence regarding the complaint, and advised him to
respond in writing to the complaint.

12.  Dr. Oldaker never responded in writing to the complaint as he was
required to do.

13.  On September 20, 2016, the CCO investigator who was investigating the
complaint requested Dr. Oldaker provide her with the original patient records for
patients he had treated during the period 2012 — 2016. He was given a week
and a half to provide the records but he did not provide them.

14. The CCO investigator followed up with a request on October 3, 2016 and
on October 17, 2016 but Dr. Oldaker did not provide the requested records.
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15. A CCO investigator attended at Dr. Oldaker's Clinic in Kapuskasing on
November 8, 2016 with a summaons for the patient records. Dr. Oldaker refused
to ohey the summons and provide the patient records.

16.  Dr. Oldaker was advised that he had until November 18 to provide the
records, or the CCO investigator would obtain a search warrant and seize the
patient records.

17. Dr. Oldaker ultimately provided the CCO investigator with the patient
records on November 21, 2016.

CCO Legislation and Standards

18. While Dr. Oldaker’s Certificate was suspended during the period March 1,
2012 to February 2017, he remained subject to the CCO's jurisdiction for
professional misconduct that occurred during the period of the suspension, as a
result of section 14(2) of the Health Professions Procedural Code (the “Code™).

19.  Section 13(2) of the Code states a person whose certificate of registration
has been suspended is not a member of the CCO.

20. Under the Chiropractic Act, 1991, only members of the CCO can use the
title “chiropractor” and can hold themselves out as persons who are qualified to
practice chiropractic in Ontario. Persons are prohibited by the Chiropractic Act,
1997 and the Regulated Health Professions Act from performing controlled acts
such as diagnosing and adjusting, unless they are members of specific regulated
heaith profession colleges.

21.  Section 76(3.1) of the Code requires a member to co-operate fully with a
CCO investigator.

22, CCO Standard S-020: Cooperation and Communication with CCO
required Dr. Oldaker to cooperate with the CCO and its statutory committees.
According to that Standard, it was Dr. Oldaker's professional responsibility to
cooperate in a timely manner when CCO made requests for information and
when it required a specific action such as providing a written response to a
complaint to the Inquiries, Complaints and Reports Committee.

Admissions

23.  Dr. Oldaker admits he breached the Regulated Health Professions Act
and the Chiropractic Act by:

a, using the title “chiropractor” contrary to subsection 9.(1) of the
Chiropractic Acl, 1991:
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b. holding himself out as a person who is qualified to practise in
Ontario as a chiropractor contrary to subsection 9.(2) of the
Chiropractic Act, 1991;

c. performing controlled acts authorized to chiropractic, contrary to
section 4 of the Chiropractic Act, 1997,

d. performing a controlled act or acts in the course of providing health
care services to an individual contrary to subsection 27.(1) of the
Regulated Health Professions Act, 19917;

e. using the title “doctor” in the course of providing or offering to
provide health care to individuals, contrary to subsection 33.(1) of
the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1997,

f. treating or advising persons with respect to his or her health in
circumstances where it was reasonably foreseeable that serious
physical harm may result from the treatment or advice or from the
omission from them, contrary to subsection 30.(1) of the Regulated
Health Professions Act, 19971, and

g. failing to co-operate with the CCQ investigator contrary to Section
76(3.1) of the Code.

24,  Dr. Oldaker also admits he failed to respond in a timely way when required
to provide a written response to the complaint and that this was in breach of the
Undertaking he provided to the Registrar in 2012. He also breached the
Undertaking by not co-operating fully with the CCO investigation.

25. Dr. Qldaker admits that he committed acts of professional misconduct as
set out in the Notice of Hearing regarding the Complaint of Eclipse Financial
dated March 27, 2017, and in particular he:

a. contravened a standard of practice of the profession or failed to
maintain the standard of practice expected of members of the
profession as set out in Allegation 1;

Dr. Byron Atchison (“Member”) became a member of the College of
Chiropractors of Ontario (“CCQO”) in 1981.

During the relevant period, the Member practiced chiropractic at his
chiropractic office, Huron and Highbury Chiropractic Clinic (“Clinic”), in

London, Ontario.

Notice of Hearing dated March 29, 2017 re: May 24, 2016 Complaint

3.

In July 2010, the Member began treating a patient known as “Patient C.” In
August 2013, Patient C suffered catastrophic injuries in a motor vehicle

accident. The Member continued to treat Patient C after the accident.

. OnJuly 11, 2014, as part of a personal injury legal proceeding, Patient C’s

lawyer requested the Member provide her with a copy of Patient C’s
complete chiropractic record. The Member provided Patient C’s chiropractic

record as requested on September 11, 2014.

On July 7, 2015, Patient C’s lawyer requested the Member provide updated
chiropractic records for Patient C. The Member did not respond to the

request.
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6. On September 17, 2015 and December 22, 2015, Patient C's lawyer again
requested the Member provide Patient C's updated chiropractic records.

The Member never responded to these requests.

7. On January 25, 2016, Patient C's lawyer requested a fourth time that the
Member provide copy of Patient C’s updated chiropractic records. The
Member provided the records on February 2, 2016, seven months after the

first request for the updated chiropractic records was made.

8. On reviewing the updated chiropractic records, Patient C's lawyer discovered
they were significantly different from the records initially provided by the
Member on September 11, 2014. Specifically, there were eight treatments
documented for the period January 2014 — April 2014 in the updated

chiropractic records that had not appeared in the original records.

9. The lawyer’s office contacted the Member on March 9, 2016 regarding the
discrepancies and the Member advised the lawyer’s office to discard the
records provided on September 11, 2014. The Member was informed that
the lawyer's office could not discard records, and, in any event, they had
already been disclosed to the parties in Patient C’'s personal injury litigation.
The Member then requested the office to disregard the records provided on
February 2, 2016. He said his staff was having some issues regarding billing

and that Patient C’s chart had been amended to match the billings.

10. Later that day, the Member called the lawyer's office. He advised he had
been angry because Patient C had missed chiropractic appointments and
the statutory scheme for accident benefits did not permit the Member to bill
the insurer for missed appointments. He stated he therefore billed the
insurer for appointments that Patient C had missed and re-created Patient
C'’s chiropractic records to include false documentation indicating Patient C

had attended appointments that he had actually missed.
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11.0n March 17, 2016, at Patient C's lawyer’s request, the Member paid Patient
C $411.04 for the eight billed missed visits.

12. Patient C complained to the CCO and to the Financial Services Commission
of Ontario (“FSCO”) regarding the Member's conduct. The Member
consented to the revocation of his provider licence by the Superintendent of
FSCO.

13. The Member admits that in 2014, he billed the insurer for at Ieast seven
appointments that Patient C missed between January 22, 2014 and April 9,

2014 and accepted payment from the insurer for those appointments.

14. The Member admits that, after he provided a copy of Patient C's original
chiropractic records to Patient C's lawyer in September 2014, he altered
Patient C’s original chiropractic records to document providing treatment on
the dates Patient C had missed appointments, so it would appear that
Patient C actually attended the Clinic and received chiropractic treatment
from the Member on the missed appointment dates. The Member then

burned the original chiropractic treatment notes

15.The Member also admits that he received the correspondence from Patient
C’s lawyer requesting updated chiropractic records for Patient C on July 7,
2015, September 17, 2015, December 22, 2015 and January 25, 2016, but
did not provide the updated chiropractic records until February 2, 2016.

16. Given the above facts, the Member admits that he committed acts of
professional misconduct as set out in the Notice of Hearing dated March 29,

2017 re: Complaint dated May 24, 2016, and in particular, he:

a. contravened a standard of practice of the profession or failed to



maintain the standard of practice expected of members of the

Byron Atchison: Local chiropractor facing discipline hearing

A London chiropractor is facing a long list of allegations — including one for the sexual abuse of a patient — from the profession’s governing
body in Ontario.

Byron Atchison, a chiropractor at the Huron and Highbury Chiropractic Centre, is accused of professional misconduct by the College of
Chiropractors of Ontario. The allegations, spelled outin three notices of hearing by the college, involve three unnamed patients and an
employee of the clinic.

The allegations haven’'t been tested before the regulatory body.

Based on three complaints filed in March and May of last year, the college alleges Atchison sexually abused a patient between April 2014
=~ March 12, 2016. He's also accused of emotionally, psychologically, verbally or physically abusing that same client.

...e chiropractor is accused of “disgraceful, dishonourable or unprofessional” behaviour for remarks toward an employee and two patients
between April 2014 and March 4, 2016.

The college also said Atchison made billing and record-keeping mistakes with one client between Sept. 30, 2013 and Feb. 24, 2016. The
requlator alleges he failed to keep some records and falsified others.



Atchison is stheduled to face the regulator’s disciplinary panel to answer to the professional miscohducTa'I'légations Wednesday.

“We are anticipating on proceeding by way of a joint submission with respect to all three notices of hearing,” said college registrar Jo-Ann
Wilson, declining to elaborate further on the details.

Atchison was still seeing patients as of Friday morning. Staff said he was not available to speak with a Free Press reporter during a visit to
his office. Messages left by phone and in person with his office staff were not returned. R

Alchison graduated from Canadian Memorial Chiropractic College in Toronto in 1981 after earning his bachelor of science degree:}rum
University of Guelph, according to his website.

ifthe regulator finds Atchison guilty of professional misconduct, the college could revoke or suspend his ability to practice, put conditions o

limitations on his licence or formally reprimand him. Atchison could also face a fine of up to $35,000 or be on the hook for the college’s leg
expenses, investigation ar hearing costs.

A London chiropractor has been handed a one-year suspension by the profession's governing body in Ontario after admitting to
a series of professional misconduct allegations.

Byron Atchison, a chiropractor at the Huron and Highbury Chiropractic Clinic, was formally reprimanded and barred from
practising for up to 12 months at a disciplinary hearing Wednesday morning in Toronto.

In an agreed statement of facts submitted to the College of Chiropractors of Ontario, Atchison admits he “used profanity, and
made comments that were extremely unprofessional and offensive” to two patients and an employee between April 2014 and
March 4, 2016.

In the joint submission presented to the college’s disciplinary panel Wednesday, Atchison admitted to billing an insurance
provider for at least seven appointments missed by one patient. The London chiropractor also said he altered the client's
records to make it look like the patient had attended the appointment.

The regulator withdrew its previous allegations that Atchison sexually abused a patient between April 2014 and March 12, 2016.
The college also withdrew its accusation that Atchison emotionally, psychologically, verbally or physically abused that same
client.

The college did not provide details on why the allegations were dropped.

Atchison was not available for comment during a call to his Highbury Avenue office Wednesday afternoon.

A message and email sent to his lawyer, Valerie Wise, were not returned.

In addition to the year-long suspension, Atchison is also required to pay $15,000 to college by the end of 2017.

If Atchison complies with conditions set out by the college, passes an ethics training course, completes am exam on legislation
and ethics, and finishes a record keeping workshop before June 2, 2018, the college will allow him to return to his practice after

serving 10 months of his suspension.

Under the agreement, Atchison will be assessed by his peers six months after he returns to work, a cost he'll have to cover
himself.

As part of the resolution agreement, Atchison has agreed not to appeal the discipline committee's decision.

Atchison graduated from the Canadian Memorial Chiropractic College in Toronto in 1981 after obtaining his bachelor of science
degree from the University of Guelph, according to his website.

DECISION AND REASONS
I. DECISION
1. It is the decision of the Health Professions Appeal and Review Board to confirm the

decision of the Inquiries, Complaints and Reports Committee of the College of

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Chiropractors of Ontario to require B.J. Hardick, DC, to attend an oral caution with

respect to his communications in his professional capacity.

This decision arises from a request made to the Health Professions Appeal and Review
Board (the Board) by Janet Walters, DC (the Applicant) to review a decision of the
Inquiries, Complaints and Reports Committee (the Committee) of the College of
Chiropractors of Ontario (the College). The decision concerned a complaint regarding the

conduct and actions of B.J. Hardick, DC (the Respondent).

The Committee investigated the complaint and decided to issue a caution to the

Respondent as set out above.

BACKGROUND

The Applicant and the Respondent are both practicing chiropractors.

The Respondent operates two websites. The first is related to the Respondent’s
chiropractic practice and the other is related to his natural health seminar and coaching
business. The homepage of each website has a predominant link to the other, and their

contact information is the same.

The Respondent had been posting anti-vaccination information on his social media
accounts such as Facebook and Twitter. These are accounts where he refers to himself as

a “Doctor”, a “Chiropractor” and a “Doctor of Chiropractic”.

There are disclaimers on each page of his social media accounts that the accounts are
separate and distinct from his chiropractic practice and relate to his natural health

website.
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The Complaint and the Response

The Complaint
8. The Applicant complained that;

*  the Respondent has been posting anti-vaccine information on his
professional social media accounts such as Facebook and Twitter. These are
accounts where the Respondent refers to himself as a Doctor, DC or Doctor
of Chiropractic and information about his practice is readily available on
these sites. The College of Chiropractors of Ontario Standard S-016
Advertising outlines that websites are considered an extension of the
chiropractic office. Thus, the Applicant assumes, social media would be
considered an extension of the chiropractic office. Therefore, the Applicant
believes the Respondent is in violation of the Advertising Standard of

Practice:

¢ the Standard of Practice, S-001 Chiropractic Scope of Practice, clearly states
that chiropractors are not able to make comments on vaccinations and
immunization to the public and that chiropractors should refer any questions
that patients may have about the safety and efficacy of immunization and
vaccinations back to the patient's family doctor. Standard S-001
Chiropractic Scope of Pfactice instructs chiropractors to practice within their
scope, indicating that any questions that fall outside the chiropractic scope

of practice need to be referred to the proper practitioner;

. given the recent outbreaks of measles and mumps in North America and the
risks that these illnesses pose to the general population and at risk
individuals, the Applicant feels it is not only irresponsible for the

Respondent to promote an anti-vaccine sentiment, it is dangerous; and

the Respondent’s postings undermine the working relationship that the
College of Chiropractors of Ontario is trying to establish with medical

doctors to promote the legitimacy of the chiropractic profession.

A The Respondent’s response included:

the Twitter and Facebook accounts that are the subject of the complaint
are not extensions of his chiropractic practice but are directly linked to his
natural health website, www.DrHardick.com which is operated by Hardick

Seminars and Coaching Inc.;

the website and its social media accounts are separate and distinct from his

chiropractic practice, and there are disclaimers on every page;

the coaching website, www.DrHardick.com, does not make referrals to his
chiropractic clinic for appointments; his chiropractic practice has its own
website, www.HardickChiropractic.com, which allows patients to
communicate with staff about appointments and other matters, which the

coaching website does not do;

the posts in question relate to less than 1% of the content he has shared on

his social media pages; and

most links shared on these accounts are hyperlinks to other articles and he

has not himself written an article about vaccinations.

Irom the perspective of a professional, a Doctor of Chiropractic, it would
be expected that a much more informative, balanced view is provided on
such important public health preventive measures such as vaceination.

.. In the case at hand, the member is in violation of Standard of Practice
S-001 as it appears he/she is taking upon himself/herself to post materials
for the purpose of advancing, presumably for the benefit of his/her
audience/followers, his/her views on vaccination. The member has done
S0 using unprofessional format, posting information about vaccines and
vaccination that is imbalanced, and self-serving.

... Indeed, it is not known if any of the social media followers/friends of
the member are also his/her patients. However, as pointed out by the
complainant, the social media accounts of the member had prominent
cross-referencing to the chiropractic practice of the member, and there is
no doubt that the responders to his/her postings know the chiropractic
qualification of the member. In my opinion, this is a weak argument for an
excuse on the member’s part, and a failed attempt at concealing the true
intention behind the use of the social media to promote ot only anti-
vaccination views, but also his/her other business interests. In this sense, |
would agree with the complainant that the social media activity of the
member may constitute a form of advertising,

... When information is posted on health topics by a professional who may
be perceived by the social media friends to be an “expert” having their
best interests at heart, that medium then becomes a major source of
mformation and, in the case of a licensed professional, it may be
considered an extension of their professional practice.

The Committee decided to require the Respondent to attend an oral caution with respect

to his communications in his professional capacity.

After conducting a review of a decision of the Committee, the Board may do one or more

of the following:

a) confirm all or part of the Committee’s decision;

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The Board cannot recommend or require the Committee to do things outside its
jurisdiction, such as make a finding of misconduct or incompetence against the member,
or require the referral of allegations to the Discipline Committee that would not, if

proved, constitute either protessional misconduct or incompetence.

THE PARTIES’ POSITIONS

The Applicant and Respondent made oral submissions at the Review, all of which have

been considered by the Board.

The Applicant’s submissions included the following:
° the Respondent had violated the Scope of Practice standard by posting
anti-vaccination information on his social media accounts. The violation

was supported by an expert opinion;

® the Respondent’s social media accounts are an extension of his

professional practice, therefore, he is in violation of the Advertising

Standard of Practice;

“ there is no information that those following the Respondent on social

media did not take his advice and put it into practice, which poses a risk to

the public;

“ following the hearing the Respondent continued to post information about

anti-vaccination during and following the complaint process;

a the Respondent does not understand or does not care to uphold the

standards of practice given his history of prior complaints; and

L the Applicant requested that the Board recommend that the Committee

refer the matter to the Discipline Committee for a hearing.

The Respondent’s submissions included the following:
° there is no previous decision or standard of practice regarding social media;

J no complaints have arisen based on his social media accounts until the

Applicant’s complaint;

. those following the social media accounts at issue do so because of the

nutritional contents;

a he has complied with the decision of the Committee since the ruling was

released; and

. the Respondent does not contest the oral caution but suggests that this
matter was not taken lightly by the Committee as an oral caution is a

progressive measure of discipline and it appears on the public record.

ANALYSIS AND REASONS

Pursuant to section 33(1) of the Health Professions Procedural Code (the Code), being
Schedule 2 to the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1991, the mandate of the Board ina
complaint review is to consider either the adequacy of the Committee’s investigation, the

reasonableness of its decision, or both.

The Board has considered the submissions of the parties, examined the Record of

Investigation (the Record), and reviewed the Committee’s decision.

In conducting a complaint review, the Board assesses the adequacy of an investigation
and reasonableness of a Committee decision in reference to the role of the Committee and

actions available to it when assessing a complaint filed about a member’s conduct and
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actions. In this regard, the Committee is to act in relation to the College’s objectives
under the section 3 of the Code, for example, to maintain standards of practice to assure
the quality of the practice of the profession, to maintain staridards and promote
continuing improvement among the members and to serve and protect the public interest.
The Committee’s mandate is that of a screening committee with regard to complaints
about its members. The Committee considers the information it obtains to determine
whether, in all of the circumstances, a referral of specific allegations of professional
misconduct to the College’s Discipline Committee is warranted or if some other remedial
action should be taken. Actions available to the Committee upon considering a complaint
include taking no action with regard to a member’s practice, directing remedial measures
intended to improve an aspect of a member’s practice or referring specified allegations of

professional misconduct to the Discipline Committee.

Adequacy of the Investigation

An adequate investigation does not need to be exhaustive. Rather, the Committee must
seek to obtain the essential information relevant to making an informed decision

regarding the issues raised in the complaint.
The Board finds the Committee’s investigation to be adequate for the following reasons.

After reviewing the Record, the Board finds that the Committee’s investigation covers
the issues raised in the complaint and the events in question and includes the relevant
documentation required to review the Respondent’s actions. Specifically, the Board notes

that the Committee obtained the following:

* the Applicant’s complaint to the College and related correspondence and
memoranda of telephone discussions between the College investi gator and the
Applicant;

* the Respondent’s response letter to the College and related correspondence;

Neither party submitted that there was relevant information that the Committee did not

obtain.

The Board concludes that the Committee collected and considered the essential
information to assess the complaint. There is no indication of further information that
might reasonably be expected to have affected the decision, should the Committee have
acquired it. Accordingly, the Board finds that the Committee’s investigation was

adequate.

Reasonableness of the Decision

In considering the reasonableness of the Committee’s decision, the question for the Board
is not whether it would arrive at the same decision as the Committee, but whether the
Committee’s decision can reasonably be supported by the information before it and can
withstand a somewhat probing examination. In doing so, the Board considers whether the
decision falls within a range of possible, acceptable outcomes that are defensible in

respect of the facts and the law.

The Board finds the Committee’s decision to be reasonable in the circumstances for the

following reasons.

At the outset, the Respondent advised the Board that he does not contest the oral caution
delivered by the Committee, and did not challenge any aspect of the Committee’s

decision.

The Applicant submitted that the matter should be referred to the Discipline Committee

for a hearing.

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The Board notes that the Respondent has a significant complaints history.

As noted by the Commitiee, there were seven prior complaints decisions, of which five
involved statements about vaccinations, among other things. The Committee further
noted that the other two complaints dealt with, in part, the lack of full and fair financial
disclosure, which issue is not completely unrelated to the issue of misleading statements
about vaccinations. The seven decisions resulted in one letter of advice, two reminders

and one written caution.

The Board acknowledges the College’s information that there is no written standard that
directly applies to social media. The Committee found that the Respondent’s social media

presence may have lacked professionalism.

It is evident from the Committee’s decision to caution the Respondent that it considered a
referral to discipline, as the Committee stated that there were a number of reasons why a

referral to discipline may not be warranted in this case, including the following:

. the expectations on chiropractors discussing vaccinations are somewhat

(but not completely) in flux;

o the comments were not directed specifically at patients and were made in a
broader forum where the audience could be less likely to view it as

specific advice about their personal circumstances;

e many of the comments were in the form of links to other publicly
available sources. The Committee’s concern was more about the
selectiveness of the links and the giving of credibility to the linked
materials as a chiropractor to only one side of the debate (and possibly that

sources were less scientifically rigorous than other sources the Respondent

did not refer readers to);

discipline is usually reserved for incompetence or the more serious forms
of misconduct that cannot be better addressed through other measures.
While not limited to the following, the forms of alleged misconduct most
frequently referred to discipline involve dishonesty, breach of trust (e.g.
abuse of client) or deliberate breach of a significant professional value. In
terms of seriousness, the Respondent’s alleged conduct is at the moderate,
middle portion of the scale.and is not as serious as abuse of trust (like
sexual abuse) or outright dishonesty (like false billing). There was no
information that anyone took these posts as advice and was in fact harmed,

and

even though the Respondent has a significant prior history in this area, he
has not yet received an oral caution. The principles of progressive

discipline suggest that an oral caution be attempted.

The Board has considered the Committee’s analysis and concludes that it had a sufficient

basis on which to arrive at the conclusions it did.

The Committee then appropriately exercised its discretion to determine a reasonable

disposition in response to its concerns.

The Board finds that the disposition is reasonable and appropriately addresses the areas

identified by the Committee.

The Board observes that the caution has already had an appropriately educative effect.
The Board notes that the Respondent has confirmed that he has altered his approach in
the areas indicated. Thus, the Board is satisfied that the Respondent has taken the

Committee’s disposition seriously.

12
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Furthermore, the Board considers significant that the oral caution will remain on the
Respondent’s permanent record with the College and must be considered should another

complaint arise in the future.

The Committee could have referred specific allegations of professional misconduct to
discipline instead of requiring the Respondent to attend for an oral caution. The
Committee noted a number of reasons why a referral to discipline was not warranted in

this case.

The Board concludes that an oral caution acknowledges the merits of the Applicant’s
complaint and addresses the issue of public protection. The caution is both educative and
remedial. A caution is one of the options available to the College to enable it to fulfill its

mandate to protect the public.

Significantly, the Committee concluded that the prineiples of progressive discipline
suggest that an oral caution be attempted prior to imposing a discipline hearing. The
Board finds that an oral caution falls within the range of possible, acceptable outcomes
available to the Committee in light of its findings regarding the complaints made, The

Board thus finds the Committee’s decision to be reasonable.

Note to readers: In the event of any inconsistency between this document and the legislation that
affects chiropractic practice, the legislation governs.

INTENT

To ensure that chiropractic is consistently promoted in a professional manner with
personal accountability. This protocol provides members with some practical
approaches to community event planning and implementation.

DESCRIPTION OF PoLicYy

Displays include presentations of printed or other visual material to members of the
public, in a place normally frequented by the public, by a person or persons who
are physically present when such material is distributed or presented. They do not
include signage, billboards, or other forms of visual advertising that do not ordinar-
ily require that the person advertising be physically present.

Public display is a type of community service that includes educational sessions
and/or public health screenings. These public events are used to encourage and
promote chiropractic in a positive and professional manner.

An educational session is a live communication to a group, organization or the
public at large. This may include a formal lecture, informal discussion or presenta-
tion. Professional accountability is imperative as these sessions are usually per-
formed in the absence of formal evaluations.

A public health screening is an assessment procedure to identify possible
chiropractic/health concerns that may require attention. Members may only

perform a screening assessment on willing participants.

Members may conduct a public display/health screening only at the following
events - health fairs and trade shows.

Health fair is a community event focused on the promotion of health.

Trade show is an exhibition for people or companies in a specific industry to
demonstrate products and services.

College of Chiropractors of Ontario
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Educational sessions provide an excellent opportunity to promote chiropractic, and
to inform and educate the public.

Public health screenings that stress the importance of preventative health
strategies are used in health professions and are widely recognized to promote
public health.

Public displays and public health screenings are of value to the public because they
may identify early signs of potential health problems and educate the public about
chiropractic. They can be used to help build a stronger chiropractic presence in the
professional and public communities. These events are intended to promote
chiropractic as a legitimate, safe and effective health care choice.

Set-up/Presentation

All aspects of public displays/health screenings will be evaluated by the
participating public and other professions and, for that reason, must remain
professional.

Signs, communication, marketing material, and professional appearance are all
important factors to consider when planning the set-up and delivery of a public
display/health screening.

Signs should state the purpose and intent of the event (e.g., chiropractic talks,

spinal evaluation, postural evaluation, etc.). Members may have signage listing their
affiliation with groups, societies or associations, provided that the affiliated group
officially recognizes the event.

CCO requires notification, in writing , informing of a public display/health
screening at least 10 business days prior to the event. The notification must include
the names of participating member(s) and the event's date, time and location.

Chiropractic Representation

CCO requires that at least one licensed member be present at a public display/
health screening at all times.

Information for Distribution

The distribution of all chiropractic information and communication materials (e.g.,
pamphlets, posters, handouts, video/audio materials, etc.) at public displays/health
screenings shall comply with Standard of Practice 5-016: Advertising. CCO
recommends that such materials be forwarded to CCO for pre-approval.

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Turnaround time for approval is approximately 10 business days.
Screening Procedures

The primary purpose of a public display/health screening is to educate the public.
A member should not pressure or aggressively solicit any potential participant.
Participation must be voluntary.

For the purpose of the public display protocol, “fully informed” means the
participant understands that the purpose of the screening is not to diagnose but to
screen him/her for potential problems that may require further investigation in a
formal office setting. A member must provide the participant with a description and
explanation of the purpose of the screening procedure. Prior to performing any
assessment procedure, a member shall obtain consent that is:

e fully informed;

e voluntarily given;

¢ related to the patient’s condition and circumstances;

e not obtained through fraud or misrepresentation; and

* evidenced in written form and signed by the participant or otherwise
documented in the patient health record.

A member shall:

e advise the participant that he/she may withdraw his/her consent at any time;

 offer the participant the option of having the assessment performed in a private
area (e.g., separated or sectioned off with a curtain); and

e perform a screening in compliance with the current privacy legislation.

A member shall not: 3

e disrobe or gown any participant at a public display/health screening;

e use a method of assessment that uncovers, shifts or alters a participant’s
clothing (e.g., shirts, slacks, dresses, etc.) in a way that would be construed as
disrespectful, embarrassing and/or inappropriate; and

e perform therapeutic interventions, e.g., soft tissue therapy or massage,
stretching, mobilizations, manipulation or adjustment (manual/instrumented).

College of Chiropractors of Ontario
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A members is reminded:

* if afee is charged for the screening procedure, the fee must be disclosed to the
participant before the service is provided;

* to comply with section 4 of Standard of Practice S-016: Advertising;

* tobe sensitive to the fact that he/she may be screening a participant who is
already receiving chiropractic care; and

* tonot compare their services to any other chiropractor, directly or indirectly.

If it is deemed appropriate that a participant requires any follow-up chiropractic
care, the member should recommend that the participant visit a chiropractor of
his/her choice.

It remains a participant’s choice to follow up with a more complete evaluation at a
chiropractic office.

Screening Equipment

Assessment procedures may include computerized testing, simple functional
testing (with no equipment) and/or questionnaires.

Assessments currently accepted:

questionnaires

postural evaluation - computerized, plumb lines or manual

hands-on procedures (e.g., range of motion, flexibility, static/motion palpation)
dual or four quadrant weight scales

surface electromyography (SEMG)** (cervical spine only, when appropriate)
thermography/thermal scanning (to already exposed spinal areas only, no
clothing is to be shifted/moved)**

** sEMG, thermography/thermal scanning and computerized spinal analysis must
follow generally accepted protocols.

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A member is reminded that he/she represents a profession with high standards and,
when performing any of the above assessments, he/she may be compared to other

professions.

Professional Conduct

A member shall adhere to CCO regulations and standards of practice (including,
but not limited to, consent and record keeping) at all times. A complaint of
professional misconduct may occur if, having regard to all the circumstances, a
member’s conduct would reasonably be regarded as disgraceful, dishonourable or
unprofessional.

Subject to By-law 17.2, a member’s name in the register shall be the full name
indicated on the document used to support the member’s initial registration with

the College

The Registrar may enter a name other than the name referred to in By-law 17.1 in
the register if the Registrar:

(a) has received a written request from the member;
(b)  is satisfied that the member has legally changed his or her name; and
(c) is satisfied that the name change is not for any improper purpose.

Subject to By-law 17.6(q)(i), a member’s business address in the register shall be
the address of the location in Ontario where the member is employed or self-
employed as a chiropractor. In the event that the member is employed or self-
employed as a chiropractor in more than one location in Ontario, the member’s
business address shall be then member’s primary practice. In the event that

In the event that the member is not employed or self-employed in
Ontario as a chiropractor, the register shall not contain a business telephone
number for the member.

The Registrar shall maintain a register in accordance with section 23 of the Code.
